5. Lower trailer and plug into the tow vehicle. Startup the Tow Assist
system following the Tow Assist Owners Manual instructions.

6. Confirm that the indicator light is only green before operating the
unit. If amber light is on, check sensor and magnet connections. If
the problem persists, refer to the Tow Assist Owners Manual.

7. Afterreplacement of brakes, the brakes must be re-burnished to
seat the new components, referring to Dexter’s current service
manuals for proper procedure.
