The DSC system continuously monitors trailer yaw and rapidly identifies a trail sway condition. What is yaw? Yaw 
is the side-to-side movement around an axis. As it relates to a tow vehicle and trailer; the movement of a trailer 
that is going left to right of the tow vehicle.
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Causes: Displaced air flow when being passed by a semi-truck and trailer, a large gust of wind pushing against 
the side of the trailer, a sudden swerve to avoid something in the road. All of these situations can cause the trailer 
to sway and possibly end up losing control of the tow vehicle and trailer.
The DSC will work independent of the tow vehicle to apply the trailer brakes during an event of sway.
Depending on which way the trailer is swaying, the DSC will detect it automatically and apply the brakes on the 
opposite side of the sway. This will straighten out the trailer.
